
Greetings  to all Elks Brothers/Sisters and Club Members: 
 
The first eight months of our current 2009 Lodge Year (April though No-
vember) have been very successful for both the Lodge and the club. 
 
As of November 30th, our current Lodge membership stands at 123 (with 
several additional pending members), as compared to 114 on April 1, 
2009.  Our current Club membership is at 125, with 1 pending applica-
tion.  As in 2010, this continues to be due to the continuing success of the 
bi-monthly Membership nights (our upcoming membership night is on 
Thursday, January 29, 2009); the efforts of our current members to recruit 
new, qualified members; and the outstanding performance of our Mem-
bership Committee, co-chaired by Bros. Rey De Jesus and Bob Thomp-
son (who sadly passed away due to cardiac complications).  I am sure 
that Bro. Tim Ackerman, recently appointed to the Membership Commit-
tee, will continue the enthusiasm and teamwork that was the signature of Bro. Thompson.  For those who were 
close friends of Bro Thompson, the Lodge was able to contribute to his funeral expenses here in Manila and he 
is presently awaiting interment at Arlington National Cemetery in the U.S. Bro. De Jesus has also been success-
ful in signing-up four reciprocal clubs:  Casino Espanyol, Metro Club, Puerto Galera Yacht Club, and Royal Ta-
gaytay Golf Club (which also owns a beach club in Matabuncay, Batangas).  This enables our members to enjoy 
the facilities of five clubs for the price of one!  
 
Under the leadership of our House Committee, chaired by Bro. Matt Slough, our 2009 Club sales year to date for 
April through November have been PhP 7,578,019 as compared to a budget of PhP 7,527,981. I would like to 
personally commend the House Committee on this performance in spite of the extremely poor results in October 
due to the typhoon which inundated Metro Manila. November was a great month, with Club sales of PhP 
1,344,233 (approximately PhP 500,000 over budget) due to the Pacquiao/Cotto fight, on which the Club had a 
Net Profit if PhP 147,319 and one of our best ever turn-outs for Thanksgiving lunch and dinner. We would like to 
thank all of our Lodge and Club members for their strong support of the Club on a daily basis.   
 
The House Committee has recently completed most of the renovations, including a new transformer, new 
kitchen equipment, roman drapes, folding dividers for the Lodge Room, and new wood flooring for the Club.  
Hopefully this will enable our staff to continue to increase our outside function business, which has been the 
source of much of our growth.  Security equipment, including cameras, etc., which were donated by Deuschtz 
Bank through the efforts of Bro Joseph Quinlivan, are expected to be installed in the near future, upon delivery 
of the final components. I would personally like to thank all of the Lodge brothers and sisters, as well as the 
Board of Trustees, chaired by Bro. Doyle Stout, for the support and encouragement on these major improve-
ments to our facility.  Also special thanks to Bro. Tim Strong for his extensive ñpersonalò involvement in the 
demolition phase of the activity. 
 

The Elks National Foundation, co-chaired by PER. Richard Hart and PER Larry Thomas, finalized the recom-
mended distribution to various beneficiaries, including the Elksôs long-time primary beneficiary, Philippine Cere-
bral Palsy, Inc.  We will advise the beneficiaries in the next newsletter after confirmation by the Lodge at our 
meeting in December.  
 
That is all for now and I would sincerely like to thank all of our Lodge and Club members for their continued sup-
port and we look forward to a great Christmas and 2010!

The calendar year 2009 has been an excellent year for Manila Lodge 761 
with physical improvements to include the flooring, new divider panels, a 
new saloon door, etc. With the above improvements and with the purchase, 
replacement and addition of kitchen and food-related equipment we are 
about to close out the allocation of the CAPEX for this fiscal year. Additional 
changes and improvements to the Heritage Room ceiling and wiring, a 
planned upgrade to the Lodge Office and an extension of the library shelves 
in the Manila Room are planned providing the funds hold out. If all of the 
improvements are not made this budget year they will be addressed in the 
next year. The CAPEX, as a budget planning commitment, will continue to 
be used in future Lodge budgets as the engine of change and physical im-
provements to the Manila Lodge. 
 

Indeed CY 2009, April through the present month, has been excellent 
thanks to the dedication and hands-on work of the officers, the Club      
Manager, the staff and the work of the various committees and the participa-
tion of our Lodge and Club members and guests. We anticipate a strong 
holiday season and final business quarter.  

We now have all of five proprietary membership clubs for Reciprocals: 
MetroClub across Rockwell in Makati, Casino Espanol de Manila at    
Ermita, Puerto Gallera Yacht Club in Mindoro, Royale Tagaytay Golf and 
Country club at Alfonso, Cavite and Royale Tagaytay Beach Club on 
Matabungkay Beach in Batangas. 
 

We embarked on our Reciprocals program primarily as a means of     
attracting more new members, to enable all our members to enjoy family-
oriented facilities which are  not currently available at our Corinthian Plaza 
location, and of course to generate additional business for our club from 
visiting members of our reciprocals.  And indeed we have started to see 
this program paying off. 
 

On the part of our reciprocal partners, their main interest in the program is 
to generate new business in their clubs from our members.  Let us visit 
these clubs with our families and friends and spend some available time 
and money in them, enjoying their facilities which have been made    
available to us at their membersô own rates.  Only then we can expect a    
mutually beneficial relationship to continue and prosper.
